In the 90’s there was a series of  books called Magic Eye. It’s a book where you stare at a 

picture and relax. If  you do it right, the picture goes from two dimensional to three dimensional.

Spirit. You have to relax. Thinking about the logistics, hangs up the phone. There are times when 

I really wanted to hear the answer, but my excitement knocked me out of  focus and never heard 

the answer.

First is the 

Godhead. Second is the heavenly beings. Third is the human spirit. Fourth is the evil spirits. Even 

if  your are fully sanctified there is still a twenty five percent chance of  receiving a false doctrine.

Speak and pray out loud to God. That was the difference that started my second journey to 

know God deeper. The Holy Spirit loves to talk and explain the Bible therefore spend time in the 

Bible.
